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Bibliography is written in alphabetical order according to authors’ surnames. The correct form of referencing is:

Surname First name(s), The Title of The Book (Underlined), Publisher, The Place of Publication, Year of Publication. All references end in full stop.

Example: 

1. Lang Glenn, How I Became a World Famous Teacher, Penguin Books, Bristol 1997.

2. Mäkivirta Joni, How to Write TOK Essays, Hodder&Stoughton, London 1996.

Online sources are quoted like this: Title of the Page, Web-Address, Date of Accessing.
